Changes to MOT frequency

The Department for Transport (DfT) has published
its consultation seeking views on whether the age a
vehicle gets its first MOT should be increased from 3 to
4 years.

The DfT is proposing three options. The government
preference is for either option 2 or 3, however the
NTDA remains strongly in favour of option 1.

e Option 1, no change, maintain the current period for
vehicles requiring a first MOT at three years;

e Option 2, extend the first MOT for all vehicles
currently requiring an MOT at three years, to
four years;

e Option 3, as option 2, but excluding vans in classes
4 and 7, where the current MOT three year first test
timing.

The Association is now calling on all of its members
involved in MOT testing to engage with, and to respond
to, the consultation which runs until 16th April 2017.
